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History

Bethel Lutheran Church was established in 1951. The
congregation met in old Muskego Town Hall on Pioneer Drive for
ten years.

The seven lots on which the current building exists were
purchased in 1953 for the sum of $7000. In 1959 the parsonage
was completed, and in 1961 the church building was finished.

Formerly part of the United Lutheran Church, Bethel became part
of the Lutheran Church in America in 1962 and consequently the

Evangelical Lutheran Church in North America in 1987.

In 1995 a new addition and a renovation project was completed. The addition included four new
classrooms, an expanded kitchen, two new offices, a new narthex, a furnace room, a hallway, and
handicapped accessible bathrooms. The addition nearly doubled the usable space.

In 1999 the chancel and sanctuary were remodeled
to make the worship area more flexible and
handicapped accessible. Church volunteers
donated much of the labor.

In this new millennium Bethel has continued to
expand the ministry by hiring a youth minister
and hosting the Mary Linsmeier preschool.

Pastor’s Note

“Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the
Lord Jesus Christ.

We must always give thanks to God for you, sisters and
brothers, as is right,

because your faith is growing abundantly, and the love of every one of you
for one another is increasing.” 2 Thessalonians 1:2-3

As I write this note, I am remembering last year at this time: you had voted to call Kevin and me, and my
house (and Cheri’s office!) seemed to be covered with boxes! There were many goodbyes to be said, and it was
the beginning of another transition for you all here. Well, it’s been a year. I remember how nervous I was that
first Sunday, and how Marcia and Jeanne prayed with me before worship. I remember how I rarely ventured
out from behind the pulpit, preaching from a carefully prepared manuscript. I remember how intense the first
few weeks were – the rummage sale, 2 funerals, confirmation camp…all in the first month! I also remember
feeling the tension – people still feeling the pain of conflict, people concerned for the church as a whole, some
depressed about losses…and still some people holding on to various “sides.” Now, a year later, we have made a
lot of changes, but I don’t mean only in the colors of the rooms, or the direction of the worship space. We have
ALL been changed by an amazing God who continues to work here at Bethel for His purpose. I rarely preach
from behind the pulpit anymore; people who never would have dared to are praying out loud; children are
reading Scripture in worship; there have been 6 baptisms, and 10 new members! There are more people
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involved in worship, and in Bible study, and our newest, experiential worship service is the fastest growing
service. It’s a very different place! And I think the biggest difference is about LOVE.

I sense a real shift here at Bethel, a shift to focusing our lives on God – from “it’s not about us, it’s about
Jesus” to “Where’s your focus?” we have come to understand that Bethel is the “House of GOD.” God has a
plan for us here, and that plan is about becoming the ministry center GOD wants us to be. And it’s really
happening! We voted to expand our partnership with the Mary Linsmeier School to include 4K, we’re a center
in the community for AA, Weight Watcher’s, Girl Scouts, and a variety of other civic organizations who meet
here and are exposed to the ministry. As we continue to become, God continues to use us, and to change our
minds, and our HEARTS. I feel so much less of the “us vs. them” mentality I felt when I first arrived. People
seem to be on the way to healing because they’ve let God be in charge! I believe that we are really learning to
LOVE one another, even when we don’t agree with one another. Our faith is growing, our relationship with God
is deepening, and our willingness to forgive and trust is expanding!

I am excited about the beginning of a new year of ministry with you. Change is hard for us, but
remember: it’s not about us, it’s about Jesus!

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Bethel high school youth will travel to Pine Ridge South Dakota this summer and do servant work through “Youth

Works”. YouthWorks believes short term youth mission trips can bring life change to youth, a community and the

Church. Within a relatively short period of time, a youth’s own life and a stranger’s life can be powerfully changed

through the desire to give to a community. Their presence during a mission trip speaks more than a thousand

words through simple love and willingness to serve. YouthWorks believes in stories – in telling Jesus’ story, in

listening to other’s life stories and in bringing our stories together to transform hearts; a mission trip is the perfect

time to tell those stories.

The Pine Ridge Reservation is located in southwestern South Dakota on the Nebraska state line and about 50 miles

east of the Wyoming border and is surrounded by the panoramic beauty of the Badlands. Rolling hills, forests and

river valleys extend

throughout this area that is known for some of the state’s finest fishing and hunting. Despite the natural beauty of

this community, residents of the reservation are struggling with poverty, unemployment, addiction, health

problems and more. Pine Ridge is home to the Oglala Lakota Sioux, which has a total tribal membership of 17,775.

Pine Ridge is one of the poorest communities in the country, with 97 percent living below the federal poverty level

and an average family income of just $3,700 per year. Bethel youth and others will minister to the residents on

the reservation through Kids Club and Work Projects. Kids Club is a hands-on program led by youth offering high-

energy games, crafts, skits, songs and interactive lessons all designed to help kids learn about Jesus. Whether

we’re painting houses, performing minor home repair, cleaning up debris, volunteering in community gardens or

other projects in the community, the projects students work on will serve as a way of blessing people in need.

Thanks to all who have supported the youth fundraisers which allow our young adults this an eye-opening

experience, including opportunities to bless these hurting people with their service and to show the love of Jesus to

this community.

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Caring Conversations with Teachable Hearts

Dear Friends,

Our homes are the best place to nurture faith! Surprisingly, the home beats the church as the place where
children learn the day-to-day effect that faith has on living. We have been examining ways that God nurtures
faith in our homes in our quarterly magazine. He often uses Devotions, Rituals and Traditions, Caring
Conversations, and Acts of Service as ways that families can encourage faith growth.

Let’s look at CARING CONVERSATIONS this quarter and discover ways to encourage our families to grow in
their relationships with God as we talk and listen with each other.

A woman reported an interesting conversation with her child’s classmate. The young classmate shared having
fears late at night. He said that his mom had prayed the “Our Father” when she was afraid as a child, but he
didn’t remember the words to that prayer. The woman shared that he could pray to God with his own words
expressing all his feelings. She told him that he could feel confident that God was eager to hear from him and
listened to his words and feelings.

That’s a Caring Conversation that nurtures faith. That woman saw an opportunity to help this child
understand God better and to see how God connected to his day-to-day life.

Caring Conversations are NOT lessons in morality. Teaching our children right from wrong is very important
and should be a part of our conversations and relationships with them. But caring conversations are moments
to help a child sense God’s presence in our daily lives and encourage a relationship with Him.

Caring Conversations seize the teachable moment. When we are about the work of nurturing faith in our
children, we are alert for “God moments” when the child’s heart is open and the circumstances create an
opportunity for the child to learn or re-learn something about God. A fear about school work, seeing a person
in need, or wishing for sunshine can create opportunities to talk about God’s power and love for the child,
God’s desire for service of others, and God’s communication with us through prayer.

Caring Conversations help our children grow through our life and family stories. As we talk about important
events in our lives and families, we have opportunities to shape our children’s values and impression of God.
We nurture our child’s faith as we help them understand our stories through a faith lens. Faith helps us see
God’s work and strength in the midst of challenges. Faith helps us see God’s activity in the midst of our daily
lives and family history.

Caring Conversations are good for people of all ages. Experts tell us that even during the teenage years
parents are the primary influence on youth in areas of values, faith, and long-term choices. Keep looking for
teachable moments with our children at any age.

What circumstances create moments to relate faith to daily living in your home? Try this Caring
Conversation starter: Where have you seen God working in your life this week?

May God draw your family closer to Him as you talk and listen with each other!
